City & Guilds PTLLS 

(Preparing to Teach in the Lifelong Learning Sector)
This is an introductory course which will give a threshold status to teach. It is becoming mandatory for any new teacher who teaches publicly funded provision for adults. Those, for whom teaching/tutoring/training is their major role, will be required to progress to a further qualification appropriate to their role. Further information about progression routes can be obtained from the Institute for Learning website www.ifl.ac.uk . HTDC recommends that all practising tutors should be registered with IFL.
What will you achieve via a PTLLS Course?
Candidates who achieve a PTLLS award will:

· Have an understanding of the responsibilities and boundaries of their own role in relation to teaching/training 

· Be able to identify and use appropriate teaching and learning approaches for the subject they intend to teach/deliver 

· Be able to demonstrate session planning skills 

· Understand how to deliver inclusive sessions which motivate learners 

· Understand the use of different assessment methods and the need for record keeping

· Be able to reflect on their own practice and learning, and identify areas for further development 

Entry qualifications

Assessment Level 2 + 3 GCSEs including English at Grade C or above, or equivalent  

Information about the course

The Introduction to Delivering Learning qualification at level 3 is a 36 hour classroom based programme.  It consists of five compulsory units:

· Key principles of delivering learning, 
· Planning and preparing sessions. 
· Delivery of a micro-teaching session, 
· Learning programmes, 
· Learning journals and summative profile.
Please note that there will be assignments for students to complete in addition to the classroom time.

Assessment

The qualification is assessed through a variety assignments and the delivery of a micro teach.  It does not qualify someone to teach in further education. The qualification forms part of the recognised framework. 
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
